Course overview and expectations
The goals of this course are to develop the skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing to a level of intermediate proficiency so that the students can communicate ideas in French and understand the cultural context of the language.

In order to immerse students in the French language and culture, we will speak and exclusively French in class.  (But do not worry if you do not understand every word at the beginning!)  
Because language learning is a cumulative process, regular preparation is essential for steady progress and good performance. Close attention will be paid to active participation in class. Daily attendance is mandatory.  Homework assignments must be turned in on time for credit.  Both attendance and homework will represent a significant proportion of the final grade.

Workbook Manual/HOMEWORK : The majority of your homework will consist of exercises in the Workbook Manual. 

1. Do the assigned exercises, then SELF-CORRECT by looking up the answers in the Answer Key at the back of the Workbook. 

2. ** USE a different color ink or pencil to show that you have been correcting your mistakes. 

3. Points will be deducted for exercises handed in late, incomplete or not self-corrected.
